* BRING WATER and drink plenty of fluids; however, please note that restroom facilities are limited to
the onsite port-o-johns throughout the parade route.

* WEAR comfortable shoes

At the designated parade end, all participants must enter the area, and proceed to the directed
location. Please review this information and follow the instructions of parade volunteers and law
enforcement officials, so we can keep the parade moving.

PARADE INFORMATION

- Parade line-up will begin at 7:00 a.m. Please check in to pick up your number at Big Fields Rd. (Southwest comer of Sells
Hospital) ,
- The Parade will begin on February 05, 2011 PROMPTLY AT 9:00 A.M. (NOTE: ROAD CLOSURE WILL BE @ 8:30 A.M.)

- Entries will be given approximately 40 feet of set-up space to prepare for the parade. This includes space to park &
decorate your entry and one more assisting vehicle.

In addition to applicable laws of the Tohono O'odham Nation, the following rules are added to keep the parade enjoyable for all
participants and spectators. Failure to abide by the rules listed below may result in disqualification of points awarded by
the judges and/or immediate removal from the parade lines.

1. All participants under 10 years of age must be supervised by a responsible adult designated by the child’s parent/guardian.
2. No one under 12 years of age will be allowed to ride alone on horseback

3. All entries must begin at the designated starting point

4. All entries must follow parade path and end at designated final point. (St. Mary's Catholic Church grounds)

5. All performances will be limited to no more than 30 seconds

6. All Entries MUST stay in their assigned ‘set-up’ space until notified by the ‘Line-up’ crew.

7. Throwing of candies or incentives from vehicles is prohibited. Walking along & passing out such items is allowed.

8. Candies must be bagged in clear plastic bags.

9. Float Entries MUST proceed to your assigned ‘take down’ space at the end of the parade as instructed.

10. All-Terrain Vehicles (ATV) will not be allowed to participate in the Parade

** Fax-in entries will be accepted with complete narrative scripts before the deadline date.

**Entries turned in after the cut off date will not be eligible for judge’s points, but may still participate in the
parade.
