The Uniform Crime Report (UCR) program was estab-

lished in the 1920's by the International Association of

Chief's of Police (IACP) to standardize crime reporting

nationally, this report has become the Country's lead-

ing crime indicator, this is the reason the Salt River

Police Department lists these particular crimes.

Priority 1 = Life threatening emergency or in-progress call. 
Priority 2 = Emergency (non-life threatening) or just occurred call.
Note:  Response times above are measured in minutes and 100th of a
minute, for example:  5.50 = 5 minutes and 30 seconds.
